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Bracket Location Guide for Class C/B

RULES FOR MOUNTING:
- If mounting inside frame rail, Bigfoot Cross-Brace is REQUIRED.
- Brackets for jacks should be exactly "mirrored” from each other.
1992 & up Ford Class C/B ~7-8" Ground Clearance Required. Sometimes the tanks or jacks must be
mounted on the outside of the frame rail.
When this is done, bracket should straddle
factory Cross-member shown below.
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Most kits include the "Inside Mount" bracket {7x7x3.75)

which is the only bracket that can mount "inside" the frame rail.
This bracket can be mounted on the outside as well. Or you may
use a "3x7" or the "Standard" brackets.
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
