This thermostat should be installed by trained technicians only. Adhere to all local and national codes. Disconnect all power to the system before installing,
removing, or cleaning.

The display indicates room temperature and the word ROOM is shown on the LCD until the temperature selector is pressed; at which time the display temporarily
indicates the setpoint temperature and the word SET is shown on the LCD. Each time the UP arrow is pressed, the setpoint will increase. Each time the DOWN
arrow is pressed, the setpoint will decrease. Once the temperature selector button is no longer pressed for a few seconds, the room temperature will again be
displayed, and the word ROOM will be displayed on the LCD.

The chart below shows the system functions with the 8330-336*, 8330-337*, 8330-338*, 8330-339* and 8330-386* thermostats. After the entire air conditioning
system (and furnace system) is installed, check each position function.

Note: Heat functions only pertain to 8330-336*, 8330-337* and 8330-386* models.

The 8330-336*, 8330-337*, 8330-368" and 8330-386* thermostats are heat/cool model wall thermostats. The 8330-338*, 8330-339* thermostats are cool only
model wall thermostats. The thermostat wiring is factory installed by the OEM (Original Equipment Manufacturer). Recreation Vehicle Products suggests the
thermostat wiring be a minimum of 18 gauge. The8330-336*, 8330-337*, 8330-368* and 8330-386 thermostats may also operate any RV furnace 12 VDC control
circuit not exceeding 1 amp. The thermostat is equipped with a replaceable fast-acting 2 amp fuse located on the base of the thermostat. The fuse is designed to
“open” if the furnace is mis:wired or if there is a short in the system. Before replacing the fuse, the cause of the failure must be located and corrected.



WARNING:Be sure all electrical power has been disconnected from the
air conditioner and the power supply.

These instructions are provided for the proper mounting of the thermostat

itself. An Operation Chart is provided to show thermostat capabilities.

A. THERMOSTAT LOCATION

This thermostat is a sensitive instrument. For accurate temperature control

and comfort, the following considerations should be taken into account:

1. Locate the thermostat on an inside wall about five feet above the floor. Pick
a dry area where air circulation is good.

2. Do not install the thermostat where there are unusual heating conditions
such as direct sunlight, heat producing appliances (television, radio, wall
lamp, etc.) or a furnace or air conditioner supply register.

B. WIRING THE WALL THERMOSTAT
For the 8330-336*, 8330-338* and 8330-386* Thermostats

The OEM must supply the stripped wires to mate per Figure 1. The wires must
be connected by wire nuts to motorcoach wiring harness before the base is
secured to the wall.

For the 8330-337*, 8330-339* and 8330-368* Thermostats

The OEM must supply the mating parts to connect these thermostats per

Figure 1. The plugs must be connected to motorcoach wiring harness before

the base is secured to the wall.

C. ATTACHING THE WALL THERMOSTAT

1. Separate the thermostat cover from the base by gently pulling at the left and
right. See Figure 2.

2. Connect plugs or wires to motorcoach wiring harness.
3. Attach the new thermostat base to the wall at the desired mounting location.
4. Reattach thermostat cover to base.
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
