What is HDMI?

HDMI, or high-definition multimedia interface, is a next-generation interface that enables
the transmission of digital audio and video signals using a single cable without
compression.

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Picture defects and the reason

Snowy Picture

Snowy picture is usually due to weak signal. Adjust
antenna or install an antenna amplifier.

Double Image or Ghosts

Double images are usually caused by reflections
from tall buildings. Adjust the direction of the antenna
or raise it.

Radio Wave Interference

Wave patterns are moving on the screen, which are
usually caused by nearby radio transmitters or short-
wave receiving equipment.
