System Information

This heavy-duty flexible rail offers support and protection to vital slide-out plumbing, wiring and hoses
under the slide room floor. The Flex Guard straightens during extension and bends in an arc as it contracts.
This unique design prevents sagging during slide-out operation as well as unnatural bends that can lead to

breakage.

« Protects slide-out plumbing, wiring and hoses during extension and retraction of slide room
« Can be installed on any slide-out system that uses a s-inch steel rod or swing arm for the same application

- Single, double and triple applications
« All kits come with 8" mounting post with washer and five Flex Guard clips

NOTE: The length of the Flex Guard, short or long application, is determined by which mounting holes are
used. If needed, cut the Flex Guard to create a short Flex Guard.

 Appropriate Drive Bits
« ¥4" - 14 x 1 Self-Tapping Screws

NOTE: Flex Guard and Flex Guard clips are available in single, double and triple (shown) belt heights.

Installation
Position Flex Guard under the slide-out room where the wiring or hoses to be protected are located.

Insert the aluminum pin (Fig. 1A) into the Flex Guard (Fig. 1B) with the mounting bracket (Fig. 1C)
facing up. Slide star washer (Fig. 1D) over the end of the pin at the bottom of the Flex Guard and push
in place.

Slide the Flex Guard clips (Fig. 1E) onto the end of the Flex Guard with the holes in the clips facing the
direction of the hoses and wiring to be protected. Space all clips evenly throughout the length of the

Flex Guard.

NOTE: Quantity of clips varies with application.
4. Install Flex Guard mounting bracket to the bottom of the trailer floor, perpendicular to the outrigger
and furthest away from the I-beam, using four (4) V4" - 14 x 1 self-tapping screws (Fig. 2A).

Mount the flat end of the Flex Guard to the OEM supplied mounting plate (Fig. 3A) in line with the

aluminum pin (Fig. 1A) at the opposite end using two (2) 4" - 14 x 1 self-tapping screws (Fig. 3B) per
belt section. Install the OEM supplied mounting plate to the bottom side of the slide out room.

Slide any hoses and wiring through the holes in the Flex Guard clips when installing in order to protect
hoses and wiring with the Flex Guard.
